Bureau of Investigation (CBI) for their work.

Highlighting the scale of corruption
unearthed during his tenure, PM Modi
remarked, “Mountains of currency notes are
being displayed in front of the camera, how
can we deny it?” He revealed that from 2004
to 2014, the ED seized Rs 34 lakh, while
from 2014 to 2024; Rs 2,200 crore had been
seized. PM Modi underscored the significance
of these revelations and urged the public not
to turn a blind eye to corruption.
